What is MDDR?

The acronym MDDR is Multifamily Delinquency and
Default Reporting. MDDR reporting began for servicing
mortgagees effective March 1, 1999. The servicing
procedure and reporting of a delinquent and default
account are specified in HUD Handbook 4350.4. Reporting
of delinquent and defaulted mortgage payments are now
handled electronically through the MDDR web-based
program. The regulation to require all mortgagees to use
MDDR is found in 24 CFR Part 200, subpart B.
